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Never discard a gas canister unless its contents have been completely used up.
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Always check a gas canister for leftover gas before discarding it!
Check the canister by shaking it and listening for a "swishing" sound.
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Accidents can occur if you

Eo] AA wj7}R] AFLIHAAA Q.. with leftover gas inside.
If you hear a swishing sound, there is still gas inside.

Use up the gas canister until the fire goes out.
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OB TIETTLESLY, If you no longer hear swishing, discard the canister safely

by following the disposal laws of your localmunicipality.
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Avoid gas leaks by always properly inserting and locking gas canisters into the stove!
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The canister will securely lock into the stove if the stove canister
guide and the canister alignment notch are properly aligned.
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NEVER use a stove in the ways shown below! Doing so can burn the table or cause the

gas canister to explode! Never use the stove in ways not described in the instruction manual.
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NEVER cover the gas canister compartment with
large cooking equipment (hot plates, pots, etc.)!
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Read the instruction manual thoroughly and NEVER To reduce the risk of fire and gas related accidents, always
use the stove in ways not described in the manual. use the brand of gas canisters as indicated on the stove.)
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
